READING & APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 
Commissioner Baker motioned to approve the minutes from the April 23, 2020 meeting. Commissioner Spens seconded. No discussion. A vote was taken. All commissioners voted yes. Motion passed.
REPORT OF THE SECRETARY: Mrs. Kohler presented the May 2020 Operating Statements. Mrs. Kohler stated we are a little bit in the red because of the time of year with capital needs and come back out, Reedsport property is doing just fine. Section 8 is doing just fine right now but will have discussion later.
OTHER PROGRAM UPDATES: Mrs. Kohler stated the programs are doing alright we have started our audit season, along with our major audit for the Housing Authority we have  a handful of USDA and State audits, we started with a RD property, Forest Village, it didn’t go as well as I would have liked, we had a Property Director leave employment right before the audit. We have had a few more RD audits that have gone significantly better.
Mrs. Kohler discussed HADCO’s and DMPM’s current policy for Registered Sex Offenders. Mrs. Kohler stated she will be discussing this policy with the DMPM board as well. Public Housing and Section 8 follow the Code of Federal Regulations which denies lifetime register sex offenders, Oregon is a lifetime State. Some of our Multifamily properties do not have that regulation, however they   follow our Public Housing and Section 8 policy. A local advocate has expressed concern everyone has a right to housing and if it’s not mandated by law, we should consider not denying register sex offenders.
Mrs. Kohler gave an update on the rehab of the old administration building, our contractor is running about six weeks behind the original completion date of end of June 2020.
