REPORT OF THE SECRETARY: Mrs. Kohler presented the June 2020 Operating Statements. Mrs. Kohler stated everything is on track, she has no concerns.
OTHER PROGRAM UPDATES: Mrs. Kohler gave an update on the fire at Blueridge Apartments. The fire started early morning July 5, 2020. The fire caused significant damage to one of the 4-plex buildings. Two of the four displaced residents have Section 8 vouchers, three of the residents have been re-housed, the one remaining resident has a S8 voucher. The fire started downstairs in the outside patio area, per the Winston -Dillard Fire Department, how the fire started is unknown. An independent origin expert was hired by the insurance agency, their report also found unknown how the fire started, other than it was not electrical.
Commissioner Griese asked for a progress update on the old administration building. Mrs. Kohler stated the contractor left her a voicemail message, once they make contact she will report back to the Board.
